Offering more than a dozen di-

verse NYS produced and bottled wines, there’s something to please every

palate from the sweet Wildcat! and Sweet Little Blonde to the drier Chardonnay

and Pinot Noir. Rustic Ridge also offers Amish cheeses and jams, locally-pro-

duced maple syrup and distinctive handmade jewelry.

Rustic Ridge Winery is open daily from 11 am to 6 pm with wine tastings each

day. Spacious grounds make a perfect picnic location, so bring a lunch, grab a

bottle of wine and enjoy the day and the views of the farmland and vineyards.
